	Storybook:   The Little Old Lady Who Was Not Afraid Of Anything by Linda Williams

	Summary of storybook:  A little old lady is approached by shoes, pants, shirt, hat, gloves and pumpkin head that try to scare her.  They are disappointed when she is not.  She then solves the problem by having them act as a scarecrow to frighten birds.

	Potential Goals

	Cognitive
	· sequencing – clothes are introduced from the bottom to the top of the body

· being systematic, not missing anything – little old lady was distracted from finding herbs, spices, nuts, seeds

· self-regulation – can walk fast/slow, speak loudly or whisper, can make loud sounds or soft sounds (clomp, clap, shake, etc.)

	Social-Behavioral
	· emotion of fear, scary, being afraid, how it is expressed, situations where you might be afraid, what to do if you feel afraid

· being brave, how it is expressed (using your words, turning your back), situations where you can be brave

· feeling safe, how it is expressed, situations where you feel safe, how to stay safe

· imitation of motor acts of clomping, wiggling, shaking, clapping, nodding
