	Storybook:   Goldilocks and the Three Bears by Ian Beck

	Summary of storybook:  A little girl, Goldilocks, enters a bear family’s home while they are out for a walk and samples their porridge, their chairs and their beds.  The bears return and, in their version, Goldilocks owns up to the damage she caused, has the broken chair repaired and returns to share porridge with the family and play with baby bear.

	Potential Goals

	Cognitive
	· looking with your eyes to see what the choices are
· systematic search – big, then medium-size, then small

	Social-Behavioral
	· self-regulation – creep, quietly, sit with a plomp, etc.
· asking before touching others’ things
· apologizing for damages and trying to repair

	Language & communication
	· synonyms for small (tiny, wee), big (large, huge), medium-sized (middle-sized)
· describing objects by number, size, feel/texture, temperature
· categorizing by rooms of the house – objects and actions by room (e.g. eat in the kitchen or dining room where there is a table, chairs, etc>)

	Academic
	· size concepts (small, medium, big) with gradation
· comparing and categorizing objects by feel, size, number
· sequencing by time

	Sensory Motor
	· detecting temperature differences: cold versus hot versus just right
· determining differences in texture: soft, hard

· sensing body signals for when you are hungry and/or tired (yawning)

	Self-Help
	· trying out new foods by tasting first and then deciding
· helping yourself with eating, sitting, going to bed
